Schools Conference – 4th November 2003





It was agreed that the conference was a great success.  Around 50 children and their teachers attended.





The video of the event produced by VisionRams is to be used as part of an information pack to be sent to the Chief Education Officers in both the City and County.  





AW agreed to draft a covering letter and other material for the pack (Action 5.1). 





Also a brief report for inclusion in the County and City schools circulars is to be drafted (Action 5.2).





It was suggested that as the feedback received from teachers and pupils was very positive, we should build on this initial start by organising further events of a similar or complementary nature.





The DCFC Board will be given a copy of the feedback and video for information and comment, and CK/JF kindly agreed to print and distribute these, and the letters and packs to CEOs (Action 5.3).








Business and Funding





It was agreed that a small sub-group should be tasked with business planning for the DCCP, including looking into funding and sponsorship opportunities.


MM and CM agreed to initiate this, with assistance from PT.


CM to arrange separate meeting (Action 5.4).








Derbyshire Community Stand Mural Project





CR confirmed that the proposed muralists (Red Teds) are able to commence whenever funding becomes available, subject to availability.  


The plan is that an initial section of 20 metres will be painted using MDF, which will be affixed to the wall. 





The estimated all-inclusive cost is £2800 (scaffolding  excluded).





AW advised that the approach to the stand’s sponsor (Derbyshire B. S.) to seek agreement to fund the work had resulted in their advice that no funding was currently available. 


It was agreed that the Business and Funding meeting (Action 5.4) will discuss what other sources should be approached.

City Centre Project





Discussions mentioned potential for a mental health focus, and multi cultural community support; Links between the City Hospital acute psychiatric unit and day centres etc in the city centre.





The aims of such projects have arisen from separate discussions between WM PT AW SC and CM, e.g.





Raising the profile and status of black images in and outside football;


Reducing stereotypes of people with mental health problems and needs


Working from a number of day centres, and within a local school (PT);


Organising practical football tournaments and associated needs for kit and equipment. - Involve the sports colleges who were at the conference?


Developing practical art programmes in association with Sarah Cratchley, Head of Occupational Therapy from within schools associated with the November 4th Conference.





Working from suggestions already made by Primary care mental health teams, Paul Taylor and young people at the 4th November conference.





Linking inner city projects where appropriate with:


DCFC’s Academy, Rammie, Football in the Community, Playing for Success adult work, Learning Skills Council, and George Burley and the first team squad.





WM had agreed to provide a road map of the team and how it works, and arrange a meeting with AW and those members of the Mental Health team who wish to be involved.








“Derwent Valley Rovers”





Ann Edwards was welcomed to the meeting. She explained the origin and background to her project, which helps potential players with mental health problems, and said they are eventually hoping to form an East Midlands league.  Many problems have had to be overcome along the way, and more coaches are being sought.  Steve Powell has agreed to do some coaching.





The DCCP could help by being a catalyst for 2-way communication with the club.  PT / JF suggested that the DCFC management could be approached to provide some tickets / hospitality for deserving people, or to provide some sort of playing facilities. Perhaps the club could host (say) a half-day football tournament. 





JF offered to act as a club contact for AE.








Half-Time Entertainment 





CR and JM have organised a dance performance by St Benedict School as a half-time entertainment during the Wimbledon game. Arrangements had been made with the club, and plans were well advanced.  CK offered to arrange for photographs to be taken for inclusion in future programmes.
