Apologies for Absence


Apologies were received from Jeremy Biddulph, Ann Edwards, Bill McCauley John Cheetham, John Malone, Bill Morley (represented by AK)


Minutes of 2nd March 2004 Meeting


CM thanked JF for standing in as minute taker for the meeting – the minutes were accepted as a fair record of the meeting.  


Actions from Previous Meeting & Matters Arising


Art in the Concourse�CR gave an update of progress, saying that a number of City schools had expressed an interest in the project, including some Primary schools. Funding had been secured, and he is waiting to hear from the artists (Red Teds) before proceeding.  It was agreed that this should take place after completion of SATS tests, probably in June.�The subject matter was suggested as a timeline showing aspects of the history of Derby.�The mural can be painted off-site and the artists will visit schools during the execution of the work.  �CR agreed to advise which schools are going to take part (Action CR).�It was noted that the funding available will not cover the scaffolding needed to erect the mural in the concourse – separate arrangements will need to be made. PT advised that he has contacts in the scaffolding business, and may be able to help with this.


Communication with PT�Referring to correspondence with AW, PT advised that he had been (and will remain) particularly busy due to building problems, but he had been working on an initiative “The Chaplain’s Table”, involving disadvantaged children. The Derbyshire helped sponsor this event, which was well received and is hoped to be repeated on an approximately 6-weekly basis. �PT asked that the DCCP assist in developing the initiative and help generate additional volunteers to take it forward.  AW agreed to speak to potential volunteers (Action AW).�CM offered to circulate occasional news bulletins of the project to DCCP members and volunteers as details are received from PT (Action PT/CM).  CK is to assist PT to write a report of the first event (Action CK).


DCFC Customer Charter �SC apologised that he had to leave the meeting early, and agreed to forward details of his discussions regarding the charter to CM for later circulation .


��Post-meeting note:-�SC provided following details after the meeting:

* to pass on good practice between clubs


* understand the role of the IFC


* reporting on this past seasons three promises


* deciding upon next seasons promises


* DDA act coming into force October 2004.�The points that I feel the DCCP can become involved in are with regards to


reporting on this years promises and also working towards where as a club


we use our promises for 2004/05. I once again have the job of reporting and


creating promises but think that this would be a superb time to use the


experience the DCCP has.





With this in mind I would like to offer everybody the opportunity to think


about how the club can make a positive effort to support its community by


making three meaningful promises. I have one or two ideas about the


promises but would appreciate any support other people can offer.”�


Evaluation Documents�AS reported that he had sent out a document to each member asking for feedback and ideas on DCCP activities and aims. Of the six responses received to date, the priorities for DCCP were ranked as follows:-�I) Youth Forum�ii) Community Space�iii) Mural / Art in Concourse�iv) Season Ticket Holder consultation�The meeting agreed that a further week would be allowed for responses by DCCP members, and then AS would carry out a more detailed evaluation of the data. CM to re-send the questionnaire/request to all DCCP members as a reminder (Action CM).


Playing for Success�AW reported on her visits to Alvaston Junior School, which are aimed at encouraging creative writing by children. �AW had been invited by the school to attend an after-school football match, and was encouraged by the positive reaction of the participants to her visit. She was invited by parents to watch the Field Lane team on Saturdays in the following season.�One child (Aaron Daley, aged 11) had written a previous series of writing assignments about his football experiences for AW.  


This had been subject of a wider discussion with AW, Bill Morley and JF regarding links between the Academy and Alvaston school. This discussion resulted in a planned tour of the Academy at the end of April for the PFS group and a coaching session by Academy scholars and their coach, Andy Kalinins. This to be followed up by a return visit to Alvaston school the following week - including a short coaching session  for the school football team.�Aaron Daley and members of his family had been invited to attend the PPS match on Bank Holiday Monday with his parents – it was agreed that AW would host this visit with assistance on the day from club employees. The family were to follow this up with a visit to Moor Farm, and a brief meeting between Aaron and Ian Taylor  followed by lunch. �JF is to write a press release covering this, with a view to raising the profile of Playing For Success, and CK to arrange for a programme article (Action JF/CK).


Youth Forum�JF confirmed that the DCFC Board are very supportive of this initiative, and suggested that due to the impending examination period, the event should be held over to take place in September.�It was agreed that this time the event should take place at Moor Farm, to include a tour of the facilities.�The schools who send school councillors to the previous conference would be invited, plus PFS, FITC and Young Rams representatives. The sports colleges would also be invited.�AW suggested that a topic for discussion should be anxiety and depression, as there is a need for greater understanding of these conditions in young people. John Malone had also submitted a number of ideas for the agenda, by email.�CR agreed to arrange a date for the event, and confirm with JF asap so that availability of George Burley and some players can be arranged by JF. (Action CR/JF).


Community Consultation Event�An event is planned to consult community leaders and representatives on potential uses of the space under the SW stand at PPS.  It was agreed that the scope of this should be widened to include uses for the other facilities at PPS.�Roger Reade will be invited to participate, and give a short presentation on Football In The Community – JF/SC to request availability of Roger and convenient date(s) (Action JF/SC).�The DCCP will carry out an evaluation of the data after the event, and will provide volunteers to organise it.�JD is to co-ordinate the event, and will include Derby City Partnership,  funded organisations and a wide range of other community groups - Connexions etc. 


Invitations will be sent initially by the LSC. (Action JD).�AS agreed to assist JD if required.


CR reported that another half-time “dance experience” will be organised for the Millwall match (which is on TV and kicks off at 5.35pm). (Action CR). CK agreed to provide column space to ask for volunteer participants in the next match programme. (Action CK).  �  


Other Issues


CM asked whether members of DCCP who are not already “cleared” for working with children should be subject to checks if attending functions with schools etc.  It was agreed to ask JB for advice on this subject. (Action CM/JB). 


Jeremy Keith had agreed in a meeting with AW and CM to consider sitting with the fans in the SE corner, and also perhaps the North Stand, at one or two matches, this being a practical method of assessing the atmosphere in those areas of the ground.  JF has asked for progress on this initiative, CM to follow up by letter if no reply received (Action CM).


CR proposed a link between the school chaplain at St Benedict School and the DCFC club chaplain.  PT to discuss with CR to investigate possible links. (Action PT/CR).


CR advised that an initiative at St Benedict School is being pioneered involving disaffected students undertaking a “mini apprenticeship” in arts. He will investigate whether a similar scheme could be initiated at a Sports College such as Derby Moor. (Action CR).


The need for the DCCP to have a media/publicity strategy was noted – it was agreed that a separate meeting would be held after Easter at which this topic would be discussed.


JF advised that a press opportunity was planned for 7th April at Moor Farm to discuss the new season ticket arrangements.  Two members of DCCP were invited to attend.  CR and AS agreed to represent the group. (Action CR/AS).
