DCCP follow up meeting to the Community Forum, specifically focused on mental health and football.





The meeting on August 4th was held at the Psychiatric Unit in Derby City Hospital and was attended by Judith Forest, Chair Derbyshire Mental Health Trust, Louise Bussell, team leader 2, Derby City Mental Health Primary care team, Bill McCauley, and Ann Whitlock.





Judith Forest outlined the current situation with regard to Mental Health and sport, illustrating her comments from her own background and experience. She indicated that the Trust would support the development of a DCCP mental health project, and that working time would be allocated to meetings.





Ann Whitlock outlined the background and development of DCCP, and Bill McCauley indicated the positive level of support and interest among workers in mental health services, both within and beyond the psychiatric unit in Derby City Hospital.





It was agreed that a data base of season ticket holders should be established, and that Louise Bussell and Ann Whitlock would meet to discuss the feed back sheets from the Community Forum with regard to the development of further practical project development.
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
