
Details of Derby County's Community Work


The DCFC Community Office is situated in the South West corner of Pride Park Stadium where amongst others, you will find:

Dean Mottram – Rammie

Derek Burgin – Junior Membership Organiser

The Community Team in total consists of 5 full-time and 8 part-time staff.

The work of the Community Office does overlap with the other community initiatives associated with Derby County such as Football in the Community, Playing for Success and the Derby County Foundation.

Jim has responsibility for managing and co-ordinating community activities and for the organisation of the fans’ forums and fan focus groups.  He is also the first point of contact for all other channels of feedback from fans.

Rammie visits around 150 primary schools a year promoting reading, safety and the dangers of strangers.  Dean also runs “Look, Listen and Learn” tours of Pride Park Stadium for around 300 primary school pupils each week.

Dean also hosts birthday parties in the Baseball Bar and Grill as well as hosting special guest children on matchdays.

The Junior Club is the Club’s scheme to encourage 0-16 year olds to become and stay Rams fans.  The scheme is not publicised greatly but a recent “Play on the Pitch” event attracted 350 children.  The Junior Club is funded through membership subscriptions, sponsorship, parties and small charges for school tours.

The Community Office is also responsible for organising match-day activities such as mascots and half-time entertainment.

The club has adopted 180 year 7 pupils at Bemrose School as part of their community scheme.

The club has teamed up with 10 local charities in a new initiative which will see them supporting the groups throughout the 2005/06 season.  The charities were selected from a list of those that had taken part in fund-raising activities with the club in the past.
