

Notes from Organisers Meeting held on Friday 2nd September 2005

Meeting opened at 16:10.

Recent Correspondence
AW had sent 2 emails to Paul Clouting on 24th August enclosing DCCP organisers’ notes and comments on the 2005 Football League seminar report, and background information regarding the life of Steve Bloomer and the history of football in Derby.  Awaiting feedback.

AW had exchanged email correspondence with Andy Edwards regarding the history of Steve Bloomer and had received details of Artcycle’s work on Gwynhwyfar (fine lady on a white horse) unveiled by The Princess Royal earlier this year.
AW’s report and comments on the DCFC “Ramtastic Day” were sent to Jim Fearn on 30th August, and had been reproduced on the official club web site. 
AS will contact Damon Parkin to request permission to use this on the DCCP web site.
AS had received an email from Jim Fearn regarding the mural in the North Stand, and forwarding a query from Red Teds regarding the possibility of a 2nd phase of the initiative.

CM had exchanged correspondence with Mike Brady and Ian Hayes regarding the possibility of using the music from “Up There Cazaly” in a future recording of “Steve Bloomer’s Watching”.  Damon Parkin had also been sent a copy of the correspondence.

CM to respond to Bradyworks email.
Review of Previous Actions:

AS to draft a suitable email and circulate it for review, alteration and subsequent approval. Done 18/8

AW to approach Ron Brooks Toyota with regard to the STH Network.
Awaiting completion of DCCP web site – ongoing.
AW to rewrite SBP article and submit for review and subsequent approval.

New action: AS to request pdf files of previous DCCP/SBP match programme articles from Damon, for reproduction on the DCCP web site.
AW to ask Damon Parkin for a copy of the SBP meeting notes from Tuesday 9 August.
Done (Damon advised that he had no formal notes of the meeting)
AS to review draft newsletter and consider layout for the new website.
Done – new website has been laid out.
AS to provide a “news bulletin” element on the first page of the newsletter.
Ongoing – newsletter held awaiting board meeting outcome and completion of website.
AS to create newsletter in new website format and link to website.
Ongoing – as above.
AS to produce a printable version of the newsletter (will be set up as a download on the website).
Ongoing (as above)
CM/AS to generate some notes from the Phil Brown meeting for inclusion in the website.
Agreed that AW would assist by summarising the various reports already published.
AW to produce updated version of Fair Trade article for the newsletter.
Ongoing (AW reported that the recent match programme report and DCFC web page had properly credited DCCP).
AW to produce Mental Health article.
Ongoing.
CM/AS to review Altogether Now notes to identify opportunities to work on with the Club.
Done.
AS to review FL Customer Seminar notes and provide feedback on opportunities.
Done.
AS to produce sample logos for review based on the discussion held in the meeting.

Done – the new logo was subsequently agreed as above.
Mental Health
AW advised that the Derbyshire Mental Health Trust had finance restrictions, so staff time was at a premium. Noting this and also the potential discomfort regarding tackling mental health issues, it was agreed that DCCP should presently concentrate on education and recognition aspects.

AW had arranged a meeting with Alan Pringle of Nottingham University on 9th September to discuss possible areas for liaison with the university.

To ensure that the strategy fits with existing DCCP work, it was agreed to carry out mapping action:

AS and CM to look at the notes from the various DCCP events and forums, and identify relevant topics, then pass the results to AW.

Other potential sources for background research were noted as:

Challenge culture notes (John Malone)

Football league seminar highlights

Recent problems associated with the Burnley match.

AW to collate these with input & assistance from CM and AS.    
Fair Trade

AW advised that the Derby Fair Trade Group had contacted her and the club, with a request for assistance. This year there will be an Eco Fest in Markeaton Park on September 10th and11th.  The Midlands Co-Op will be running a raffle in the Fairtrade Marquee with a Fairtrade Football as the raffle prize. Damon Parkin has been asked to arrange for two footballs to be signed by Derby County Team members.
The Derby Oxfam Shop is having a refit. It will be closed during part of August and September this year.  DCFC have been asked to provide one of their players to re-open the shop and present the Fair Trade football raffle prize.  The date is to be confirmed. Hopefully we will be able to get publicity in the Derby Telegraph that DCFC has the first link between a League Football Club and Fairtrade.
AS agreed to check with the club that a suitable player can be made available.

Sponsorship of DCCP
AS had drawn up a budget and list of potential areas for sponsorship. In addition to Blueline Business Solutions sponsoring the web site and its maintenance, there is a possible link with Premtel regarding a DCCP 0870 telephone contact number.

AS to contact Premtel.
Further opportunities to be followed up include Ron Brooks e.g. for stationery (see previous actions section).
North Stand Mural
Representatives of dARTWORKS were welcomed to the meeting. Jude Whitby presented examples of some of the work they had done previously, and expressed an interest in taking part in planning for a second phase of the mural. 

It is understood informally that Chris Reynolds now has funding available for a second phase of the mural. 

AS agreed to follow up the email from Jim Fearn, and to liaise with dARTWORKS regarding ideas for a second phase.
Post meeting note: The cost for phase 1 was around £2,800 (plus access equipment hire which was kindly provided by the club). A visit by dARTWORKS to see the mural in the concourse of the North Stand was arranged after the meeting. A number of individual characters pictured within the mural were recognised and a number of photographs were taken.
Steve Bloomer Project
AW led a brief discussion regarding possible alternative sites and sponsors, bearing in mind the reticence of the club to commit to a particular site.  Westfield was suggested as a possible alternative host for a SB statue in their new shopping centre.
CM and AW to discuss further with Ian Hayes and the SBP committee.
Season Ticket Holders Network
It was agreed that AS’s DCCP-NET proposals and AW’s further suggestions would be discussed outside the meeting.
