Notes from Organisers Meeting

This meeting was arranged as a result of the resignation of Jim Fearn from his DCCP organiser role.

The purpose of the meeting was to review the situation and to agree the responsibilities of the three remaining organisers.

It was agreed that Jim’s decision was understandable and should not cause any material impact on the DCCP whilst clearing up any confusion over both Jim’s impartiality and the DCCP’s status.

Action: CM to email Jim Fearn to clarify his future role in DCCP and his approach towards the DCCP in his Club role.

It was agreed that achieving the delayed, planned meeting with Paul Clouting was a priority and ideally should take place before the Fans Forum on 1 February.

The agenda should cover formal introductions, a brief background of the DCCP, and to discuss the season ticket holder project.

Chris – Chris Reynolds, Mike Matthews, Jim Fearn, Chris Kershaw, Supporters Club

Andrew – John Danks, Paul Clouting, Patrick Nelson (NCFC) and Derby City Partnership.

A friend of the organisers who is already involved with Playing for Success was suggested as someone who could focus on that relationship and therefore build a relationship with Jeremy Biddulph.

Action: AS to approach the individual and report back to the organisers.

The timing of the next newsletter was then discussed and it was agreed that this should be issued at the beginning of March.

Action: CM to manage production and content gathering to meet agreed timescale.

The North Stand mural was then discussed as it has now been erected at the ground.  It was agreed that a formal launch of the mural should be held with Chris Reynolds leading the arrangements in line with those parties involved in it’s creation.
