1.  Apologies
Apologies were received from Ann Whitlock.

2.  Minutes of Previous Meeting

The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed.

3.  Actions Arising

Organiser Roles

The proposals drafted in the previous meeting were formally agreed by this meeting.

Yahoo Group

CM advised that Jim Fearn had been removed from the Organisers Yahoo Group.

Action: AS to ensure all previous minutes and files produced by him are uploaded to the website.

DCCP Website

The proposal for the website development outlines at the previous meeting was formally approved.

Action: AS to obtain formal approval to use the Club logo on the website.

Action: AS to circulate draft layout to AW and CM for review and feedback.
DCCP Stationery

AS reported that the estimated cost of producing business stationery would be around £250.  The majority of the cost is incurred in the design and setup process regardless of how much stationery is then printed.

It was agreed that the organisers would produce the DCCP’s own stationery for the foreseeable future.

Action: CM to forward previous DCCP letterhead to AS.

Action: AS to produce sample letterhead produced on his business colour laser printer.
Steve Bloomer Project

CM advised that the DCCP had received an invite to attend a meeting on Thursday 2nd June with Jeremy Keith and Paul Clouting.  The meeting was to discuss siting options and a “plan B” for the SBP tribute.

The proposed Steve Richards visit was discussed and AS reported that it would be difficult to secure sponsorship for the visit without a detailed itinerary of the visit in order to estimate the costs involved and what support was exactly required.

Action: CM to accept invite and attend meeting along with AW.

Action: AW to draft an itinerary for the Steve Richards visit based on ideas submitted so far.

DCP Anniversary Week Event

AS reiterated that all the work to put on the “Bloomer & Beyond” event was being undertaken by Jim Fearn.

It was agreed that the DCCP should have a presence on the day and that the SBP had been advised of the event and invited to have a presence.

The SBP will organise their own arrangements although it is likely to involve CM and AW.

Action: AW & CM to provide handout material on what the DCCP is and what it does.

Action: AS to produce handouts once received.

Action: AS to continue to work with Jim Fearn on putting on the event.

North Stand Mural

AS advised that he had sent an email to Chris Reynolds in order to ascertain the exact position regarding the launch material and arrangements.  No response had yet been received.

The possibility of incorporating the mural in the DCP event was agreed to be a good idea but dependent on contact being made with Chris Reynolds beforehand.

Action: AS to continue to chase Chris Reynolds in order to ensure progress is made.

Customer Charter

CM raised the issue that the Club Charter will be due for review and renewal for the 2005/06 season.

It was agreed that there was a need to ensure that the DCCP is mentioned in the new charter and that the DCCP should maintain it’s offer to review the Club’s performance against it’s charter for the previous season.

Action: CM to contact Jim Fearn to establish who at DCFC has responsibility for the charter following the previous management role changes.

Mental Health

CM reported that AW had spoken to Alan Pringle at Nottingham University and he has agreed to taking the Mental Health project up as a university project and has arranged a meeting to discuss this further.

Action: AW to provide update following the meeting with Alan Pringle.

Newsletter

It was agreed that the next online newsletter should be included in the website launch.

It was further agreed that the target date for the website launch should be 24th June.
