Review of Derby Community Strategy Action Plans

(provided by Derby City Partnership as part of their 2020 Vision)

I have reviewed the above document in order to identify those actions, which the DCCP may choose to become involved with or support.

The majority of actions do not appear to lend themselves to the DCCP organisation’s involvement but I have been able to identify a small number that may be suitable for the DCCP to support.

The action plan is divided into the six areas of the 2020 Vision and therefore I have grouped the opportunities under those same headings below.

Promotional support would be the most prevalent way that the Club could assist the 2020 Vision but there are other opportunities highlighted.

City of Learning

No specific actions that DCCP can directly support however there may be indirect opportunities identified through our relationships with the LSC and local schools.

City of Opportunity

Objective 2b – Reduce mortality rates for specific diseases, including coronary, heart disease and cancer.

Action 7 – Continue to develop the smoking cessation service across the city including wider participation of all partners in promoting smoking cessation.

DCCP – Encourage DCFC to promote the message of giving up smoking through announcements of support for this campaign, advertising, and player images/messages.

Objective 3d – Develop learning opportunities for vulnerable children.

Action 4 – Improve attendance at schools through the Derby Attendance Strategy.

DCCP – Request DCFC to provide rewards for good attendance such as entry into draw for match tickets, or visit to ground/Moor Farm, or attendance of a player to schools with good attendance records.

Cultural City

Objective 1a – Promote continuous improvement in all cultural activities.

Action 1 – Effectively promote the range of arts activity in Derby by initiating web links between Derby organisation and venues.

DCCP – Encourage DCFC to provide a web link to other organisations and to help promote arts events.

Objective 1b – Build on Derby’s strengths and good practice in cultural activities.

Action 11 – Promote and develop swimming both as a sport and as a leisure activity.

DCCP – Request DCFC to promote swimming using players or rehabilitation benefits of swimming (used as part of footballer rehab).  Consider partnership discount schemes with local and regional swimming pools/leisure complexes.  Swimming sessions counting to match ticket discounts or match tickets providing discount for swimming.

Action 15 – Build cinema audiences by 6% as part of the build up to QUAD.

DCCP – Encourage DCFC to provide web site links to cinema web sites and to consider affinity discount schemes between local and regional cinemas and DCFC.

Action 17 – Research feasibility of establishing a national classical music event or competition in Derby.

DCCP – Encourage DCFC to offer PPS facilities to stage such an event.

Objective 1c – Develop quality in cultural provision.

Action 2 – Contribute to the establishment of a countrywide Physical Activity and Health Partnership.

DCCP – Request DCFC to provide promotional support and Club staff to facilitate/act as speakers as part of any such partnership.

Objective 1e – Identify where new cultural activities are needed and respond where possible.

Action 6 – Carry out an audit of existing sports clubs in the city identifying gaps in provision and development priorities.

DCCP – Encourage DCFC to provide assistance in start-up of new facilities or promotion of campaigns/requests for sponsorship or equipment.  Could DCFC provide second-hand equipment to such facilities?

Objective 1f – Make sure culture and sport play a full part in the education and development of all children.

Action 3 – Implement the Step into Sport Programme in Derby schools to develop young sports leaders and volunteers for the future.

DCCP – Encourage DCFC to provide professional coaches to support or promote the development of young sports leaders.  Possible provision of rewards for those being developed as sports leaders or volunteers as part of this programme – week at Moor Farm etc.

Objective 1g – Develop the skills of cultural workers and volunteers.

Action 1 – Develop a programme of learning opportunities for young people and adults in physical education, sport and leisure.

DCCP – Request DCFC to provide opportunities for such people to spend time at Moor Farm on work experience or to observe professionals in action.

Environment City

Objective 3c – Manage water resources in a sustainable way to meet local needs.

Action 2 – Promote the use of water butts and other water saving devices.

DCCP – Request DCFC to help promote water saving using players, Club water saving initiatives etc.  Perhaps a B&W DCFC water butt?

Objective 3f – Promote the benefits of local growing projects in the city from both an environmental, social and economic perspective.

Action 2 – Organise a promotional campaign with the local media to raise the profile of allotments and projects that encourage the growing of fruit, vegetables and flowers within the city.

DCCP – Request DCFC to promote this initiative again using player images but also perhaps by also featuring local growers in the programme or providing free one-off advertising to such growers.

Prosperous City

Nothing directly related however, may be able to support skills growth and business forum activities through provision of PPS facilities to hold events/training/forums.

Supporting Derby’s Communities

Again nothing specifically that DCCP could help with other than to support any requests relating to the neighbourhood renewal programme that DCFC may receive and to support the community cohesion objective following the DCP study work (Action Plan due Apr 05).
