Topic One - Comments & suggestions about a Youth Council for DCFC

It is important that conferences are held on a more regular basis involving a variety of young people. They can discuss issues similar to what we are discussing today. Also involving even younger children (from primary schools).

Derby County could have a constant youth council, who would present ideas and thoughts to the higher officials on a regular basis, work with Club officials and feel needed / recognized.

To encourage young people to make media programmes with important message, e.g. Drugs and alcohol. These could be shown on the plasma screens near the snack bars during half time and maybe developed in the study room by young people.





Topic Two - The match day experience; some ideas and suggestions

They should have larger matchday programmes for the visually impaired

Free advertisement for your school or charity

Soccer leagues played before or at half time game entertainment good experience for players. 

Giving out awards in the area, not just for sports events.

Prize draws - seat numbers

Make healthy food for half time

You only have fast food. What about vegetarian people.

Christmas. Give out presents for those from materially deprived backgrounds

Community and charity days e.g. Christmas meal or activities day run by young people for a charity, or, for example, the homeless. Money from sponsors.

Hold an event turning a member of the community into ‘royalty’ for the day, treated like a King or Queen on matchday. Meet the players, executive box, face shown on the big screen. Limo for transport etc.





Topic three - Suggestions (after the guided tour of Pride Park Stadium)

Lend the ground to people

Run/have finals of school football tournament

Grounds men & staff give advice on lawns and gardens in the community.

A end of season soccer club

Schools event - End of season, before pitch is re-laid. Possible camp on pitch? One tent

per school - large tent to sleep 8. Period of time could be weekend or longer. Charge per pupil. Cr activities.

Use grounds for other than football

	- Work experience. Careers convention.

Offer rooms and grounds to help people with work eg GSCE PE groups etc.

Develop help with studying on the Derby County website. 

Extending the Study Support Centre through the website. 

-  Advertise the Study Support Centre. 

Develop and enlarge support centre, invite more schools

 -  Encourage participation and alleviate embarrassment

Will the teaching unit be available to everyone, as many clubs seem concentrated on helping less fortunate children for media reasons, and although this is fine, will the room also be available to all schools no matter what ability? Possibly for revision lessons.

The support unit should be free from prejudice, I do NOT believe in testing ability as it leads to different levels of teaching.

Possible scheme of work for schools surrounding football Involving 

(1) Maths - statistics pitch measurements �(2) English - (match reports) �(3) Geography - teams of the world �(4) Ground Maintenance �(5) Football as a career. �(6) Ground Safety - Policing

The bar in the boardroom could be open to the public to raise money for charity.  The pitch could be used for the public to use if they paid enough. The boardroom could raise more money by letting the public in there to watch home and away. A suitable price could be about £7.

The Chairman’s room should be rented out to small business

The boardroom could be open to the public for Conferences and meetings.

They could have special tours of Moor Farm to generate cash

Use lounges for 

- school parties and prom night

    - school presentation evenings

Use the concourses where the TV screens are to watch mid week games (of any team) and other events. The bar should be open.

Park and ride, funding local football teams, 

Drop-in Centre (for football addicts) able to play on the pitch (a lot of unused rooms)





Topic Four - Derby County Football Club in the City and in the County



Derby could fund coaching sessions for under Privileged Areas - eg. Allenton, Chaddesden.

Football players should do more for children in the primary schools, hospitals etc,

Going into schools to give advice on the nutritional diet and basic physiotherapy.

I think footballers wages are too high and should be lowered.  I also think footballers help schools and hospitals etc. They could also do charity runs. They also do some concerts before matches. Do some events with pupils.

Offer placements for people who have been excluded for example one day a week

Open days for kids who are doing well at school at the training academy and open up the training ground, as with the old one, so people can get the chance to watch for free.

More girls football courses

Is there any other sport other than football for young girls



Topic Five - Uses for the ‘void’ under the South West Stand



The (void) could be used for parties (eg: disco party)

Could be converted into a sports hall. 

Void area display young artists’ work.

Void room used for youth meetings?  Food and drink facilities, games (eg. pool table TV music).

Space under South West Stand

“Football Experience”

(1) Skills area - rebound boards, dribbling, shooting etc.

(2) Small Cinema - Football videos etc.

(3) Hall of Fame - Memorabilia.

(4) Simulation - Playing in a Cup Final 1946 playing for Derby or other experience.

(5) Drop in Centre for youngsters.

(6) Gym for diet or obesity.

 Display trophies publicly

 Move trophy room to South West stand to make Hall of Fame.   

- Use trophy room for a child’s match day programme

Ideas for the ‘void’ we saw

Gym for all children under the age of 18.

Tackling obesity

Sectioned, Crèche for children during the match and for if parents want to concentrate on another child in the gym. 

One section for changing rooms and another for small storeroom and janitor cupboard. Arcade, Bar.

I don’t believe in preserving the baseball ground memorabilia, the changing rooms doors could be auctioned and bought by a fanatic, and the money used in a more helpful way. 

A small ‘function’ room big enough to house a small bouncy castle for parties

not fixed to one use.

The void area should be converted so that it can be used as a TV room. In the room you should have new chairs and Baseball Ground chairs. This would be so the club look at both past and present. The large clock from the Baseball Ground and other things should be hung on the wall. The TV or TVs need to be large. This room could be used for all different TV shows not just sport. There should be a DVD player with surround sound.

*Jumbo screen so that matches such as England games for football cricket rugby etc. You could charge people to come and see the matches. This screen could be used at DCC as well as DCFC.

Ideas for spare room void 

    Provide somewhere for kids to go where it is safe.

    We could have

- pool tables

- Arcades

- TV screen

- A lot of large sofas so that kids could just sit and talk without being on the streets and being stereotyped by the public thinking they are up to no good.

* My students were chosen from the school council, but 3 out of the 4 deserved the chance to experience something special as a ‘pick me up’ due to trying times.

* The students initially seemed totally in awe of it all, they felt very special and extremely excited about the tickets in their packs. (Even if they did not ‘support’ Derby they wanted to attend the game - hopefully it will encourage future attendance.)

* It was good to set them on a ‘project’ it gave the day even more purpose and the ‘jotting sheet’ was a good, non-threatening way to get feedback.
