· have a constant youth council, who would present ideas and thoughts to the higher officials on a regular basis, work with Club officials and feel needed/recognised.

· encourage young people to make media programmes with  important message, eg. Drugs and alcohol. These could be shown on the plasma screens near the snack bars during half time and maybe developed in the study room by young people.

The match day experience  for the community

Make healthy food for half time.

Christmas. Give out presents for those from materially deprived backgrounds.

Community and charity days, run by young people for a charity, or, for example, the homeless. Money from sponsors.

Turning a member of the community into ‘royalty’ for the day, treated like a king or Queen on matchday. Meet the players, executive box, face shown on the big screen. Limo for transport etc.

Derby could 

Develop and enlarge support centre, invite more schools

Fund coaching sessions for under Privileged Areas 

Offer placements for people who have been excluded one day a week

Encourage young people to make media programmes with  important message, eg. Drugs and alcohol. These could be shown on the plasma screens near the snack bars during half time and maybe developed in the study room by young people.

Girls and womens football is growing fast in Derby and all the Derby County ladies teams have excellent players. At present  the only centre of excellence is in Chesterfield. Do DCFC have any plans to run a more local centre to promote our talented players?
