1. Apologies for absence

2. Minutes of last meeting


2.1 The minutes of the annual review were not yet available, actions arising are included in the agenda for this meeting.

 

3. Presentation by Derby City Partnership


3.1 Olwen Wilson, co-ordinator of the Derby City Partnership (DCP) gave an interesting presentation on the work of the DCP.  This included an overview of the aims and themes of the partnership, and its involvement in Neighbourhood Renewal with the Derby Community Network.  DCP is an alliance of organisations working together to improve the City – it is also the Local Strategic Partnership for Derby and therefore has a particular focus on supporting the more deprived neighbourhoods in the city.  A number of documents were tabled – including a newsletter “The Link”, and a strategic planning document “2020 Vision”. John Brown and Andrew Beddow were suggested as suitable contacts for sport-related issues.


3.2 Following the presentation it was suggested that we should review the numerous projects and initiatives listed in the DCP documentation, and ascertain whether any of these are complementary to the aims of DCCP. Andy Smith agreed to review the 2020 Vision documentation and report back at the next meeting on any areas where DCCP could usefully work together with DCP, or where funding avenues and contact networks may be relevant to us.

3.3 It was proposed that a DCP information pack would also be passed to JF for information of the Club - the Club might wish to be linked with DCP as a business member in its own right.  

4. Schools Conference – October 12th


4.1 Simon Carnall advised that four schools have been invited to send groups of year 6 children – approximately 30 delegates per school are expected. Children will be put into groups of 12 and allocated a team leader who will work with them during the day. The theme will be “Kick it Out”.  All children who attend the day will receive two tickets for the Watford fixture and a “Rams Against Racism” T-shirt. All DCCP members are welcome to attend part or all of the day.


4.2 The afternoon session will include a workshop in which each group of children will have an opportunity to make a video of their impressions of the day and add their own slogans to the Kick It Out message. Extracts from these will be played at regular intervals throughout the Vision Rams matchday programme during the Watford fixture.
 

5.  Update on other projects:-


5.1 STH database - AS gave an overview of the project plan. It is planned to meet with Paul Clouting shortly in order to evaluate the commercial and community benefits of this initiative.


5.2  Mural project - The Mural Project is underway.  The contract has been sent to the artists and CR has a list of schools that will be involved.  The artists will contact them directly.  The plan is for completion to be December 6th.  We will need the club to provide scaffolding or similar to put it up on the wall in the community stand.  St Benedict School are funding the mural as part of their community work, but cannot commit to pay for future sections - other sponsors will need to be found.

5.3  Steve Bloomer Project – CM advised the the SBP has raised £2000 to date, and is continuing to pursue fund raising opportunities, such as T-shirt sales and sales of memorabilia. The formal launch event for the statue project has been postponed until the New Year, possibly to coincide with Steve Bloomer’s birthday.
